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Every family is different and we parent differently, too. To help you avoid things in films and games you don't think is OK for your kids, we provide a rating and consumer advice for films and computer games sold in Australia.
Ratings are the symbols you probably recognise, like G, PG, M, MA 15+ or R 18+. They tell you the kind of audience the film or game is suitable for, and who can purchase, view or play them.
But there's more. Beside each symbol is the consumer advice. Consumer advice tells you about the sort of content in the film or game, to help you consider what’s suitable for your child. You should be able to find this information online when you download, stream something, or buy movie tickets, in the advertising, or on the front cover of any movie or game.
